In addition to daily papers we have just mentioned above there are Sunday papers. They
have a higher circulation than the dailies. Sunday papers in Great Britain are such «quality»
papers as «Observer», «Sunday Times», «Sunday Telegraph» and such «popular» papers as:
«News of the World», «Sunday Express», «Sunday Mirror», «Mail on Sunday.

As far as broadcasting and telecasting are concerned there are two radio and TV stations.
The first one — well-known BBC — British Broadcasting Corporation, and the second —

The legend says that he was burnt at the stake.

On this day young men
randomly chose the name of the girl to escort to the festival. The
custom of choosing a sweetheart on this day became very popular
in the medieval Europe. Later this custom spread to American
colonies.

Now, St. Valentine's Day is the day of sweethearts. On this day,
people show their friends relatives and loved ones that they care.
