Language is regarded as a system of elements (or: signs, units) such as
sounds, words, etc. These elements have no value without each other,
they depend on each other, they exist only in a system, and they are
nothing without a system. System implies the characterization of a
complex object as made up of separate parts (e.g. the system of sounds).
Language is a structural system. Structure means hierarchical layering
of parts in “constituting the whole. In the structure of language there are
four main structural levels: phonological, morphological, syntactical and
supersyntatical.

The parts of speech are classes of words, all the members of these
classes having certain characteristics in common which distinguish them
from the members of other classes.

The verb possesses the
following grammatical categories: tense, aspect, voice, mood, person,
number, finitude and phase. The common categories for finite and non-
finite forms are voice, aspect, phase and finitude. The grammatical
categories of the English verb find their expression in synthetical and
analytical forms. The formative elements expressing these categories are
grammatical affixes, inner inflexion and function words. Some categories
have only synthetical forms (person, number), others - only analytical
(voice). There are also categories expressed by both synthetical and
analytical forms (mood, tense, aspect).
